AGREED MINUTES OF THE EIGHTH SESSION
OF THE JOINT COMMISSION
FOR ECONOMIC AND TECHNICAL COOPERATION
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF TURKEY
AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF INDONESIA

The Eighth Session of the “Joint Commission for Economic and Technical Cooperation
between the Government of the Republic of Turkey and the Government of the Republic of
Indonesia” (hereinafter stated as the JEC) was held in Banten, Indonesia on October 11-12,
2017,

The Turkish Delegation was led by H.E. Fikri ISIK, Deputy Prime Minister of the Republic of
Turkey and the Indonesian Delegation was led by H.E. Enggartiasto LUKITA, Minister of
Trade of the Republic of Indonesia.

The members of the -Turkish and Indonesian Delegations are listed in Annexes I and II,
respectively.

During his visit, H.E. Fiksi ISIK, Deputy Prime Minister of the Republic of Turkey had a
meeting with H.E. Enggartiasto LUKITA, Minister of Trade of the Republic of Indonesia.

In line with the high level visits paid by H.E. Recep Tayyip ERDOGAN, President of the
Republic of Turkey, to Jakarta in 2015 and by H.E. Joko WIDODO, President of the Republic
of Indonesia, to Ankara in 2017, the meetings and discussions between the two sides were
conducted in a cordial atmosphere reflecting the relations developed gradually in recent years
and their desire to strengthen and further develop bilateral economic and commercial relations
on the basis of mutual benefit.

. At the Plenary Session of the JEC, the two sides, reviewing the trends in overall economic
and trade relations between the two countries and determining new ways and means of further
promotion of the bilateral relations, expressed their satisfaction at the -effective
implementation of the resolutions and provisions of the Agreed Minutes of the Seventh
Session of the JEC dated September 18, 2008.

During the meeting, various issues of mutual interest were discussed and the results of these
deliberations are summarized as follows:

L TRADE RELATIONS

Both sides reviewed the developments in their bilateral trade and noted that despite the
growing trend observed in the volume of trade after the last session of the JEC, there is still
need to catch more balanced bilateral trade relations.

In this respect, the two sides targeted further increasing and diversifying the current
composition of bilateral trade on a mutually beneficial basis. Both sides agreed to achieve
target of USD 10 billion trade volume until 2023,



1. Trade Promotion Activities

Both sides highlighted the positive outcomes of trade promotion activities conducted recently,
such as the participation of Indonesian companies to “Automechanica Istanbul Exhibition”
held on April 7-10, 2016 in Istanbul; “Electricity, Electronics and Informatics Sectoral Trade
Delegation”, organized by the Istanbul Minerals and Metals Exporters Association on July 23-
26, 2017 in Jakarta; national participation of Turkish companies to “Electric, Power and
Renewable Energy Indonesia 2017” on September 6-9, 2017 in Jakarta.

Both sides appreciated the cooperation in organizing a business forum for coffee, palm oil and
black pepper on April 5, 2017 in Jakarta.

Both sides noted with satisfaction the attendance of H.E. Fikri ISIK, Deputy Prime Minister
of the Republic of Turkey to the Trade Expo Indonesia on October 12, 2017. The Indonesian
side appreciated the participation and the significant transaction of 81 Turkish business
delegation in the 31" Trade Expo Indonesia, on October 12-16, 2016, in Jakarta, Indonesia.

Both sides also mentioned with satisfaction that Istanbul Minerals and Metals Exporters
Association is planning to organize a Sectoral Trade Delegation in Indonesia on November 6-
11, 2017 in the field of “Iron and Non-Ferrous Metals™,

Both sides agreed that the Protocol of Cooperation between the Directorate General of
National Export Development, Ministry of Trade of Indonesia and the Export Promotion
Center of Turkey (IGEME) signed on June 17, 2005 should be considered to be incorporated
into the Indonesia — Turkey Comprehensive Economic Partnership Agreement, in order to
gain a larger scope of export development cooperation that is relevant with contemporary
issues. From Turkish side, the Ministry of Economy has taken the portfolio of IGEME due to
organizational changes took place in Turkey.

2. Turkey — Indonesia Comprehensive Economic Partnership Agreement

Recognizing the considerable benefits of a prospective Comprehensive Economic Partnership
Agreement (CEPA) for bilateral trade and mutual investments, the two sides noted with
satisfaction the official declaration of the start of negotiations for the Turkey-Indonesia CEPA
on July 6, 2017 in Ankara on the occasion of state visit of H.E. Joko WIDODO, President of
the Republic of Indonesia, to Turkey at the invitation of H.E. Recep Tayyip ERDOGAN,

President of the Republic of Turkey.

Both sides also noted the importance of preparation for the first round of the CEPA
negotiations, which will be held in Jakarta before the end of 2017, The CEPA, which is
negotiated in accordance with the win-win principle, shall be comprehensive in scope and
cover Trade in Goods at the first stage, but will be open to be enhanced with Trade in Services
and Investment at a later stage.

The two sides agreed to exert every effort to finalize the CEPA negotiations at the earliest
possible time.

3. Cooperation Between Business Communities

Both sides expressed their satisfaction for the organization of Turkish — Indonesian Business
Foppe: ugust 1, 2015 on the occasion of the ofﬁcml visit. of HE Recep Tayyip
,ﬂ@ esident of the Republic of Turkey, to Jakarta. .



Both sides also expressed their pleasure for the round table CEO meeting organized in Ankara
on July 6, 2017 with the participation of H.E. Joko WIDODO, President of the Republic of
Indonesia.

Both sides underlined the importance of such organizations and decided to encourage more
events in order to build stronger economic and commercial relations among business
communities,

Both sides also expressed their pleasure for the agrcements signed between “Karadeniz
Holding & PT PAL”, “ASELSAN & PT LEN” and “TAI & PT DIRGANTARA
INDONESIA” on the occasion of the visit of H.E. Joko WIDODO, President of the Republic
of Indonesia in Ankara on July 6, 2017.

4. Trade Policy Measures

The Indonesian side raised its concern on 4 (four) measures of Sunset Review concerning
Yarn of Man-Made or Synthetic or Artificial Staple Fibres, Polyester Textured Yarn (PTY),
Polyester Synthetic Fibres (PSF), and Pipe Connection Parts and Fitting which have been
subjected to various Anti Dumping Duties since the year of 2000 and continually extended
through Sunset Review mechanism and will remain in place until 2020. The Indonesian side
look forward to having a productive technical consultation with Turkish investigating
authorities on this matter with a view to providing objective reasons and rationale of product
concerned to be excluded from Sunset Review process,

The Turkish side took note of the comments concerning expiry reviews and technical
consultation meeting. The Turkish side, however, underlined that expiry reviews are
conducted in full compliance with the rules and procedures stipulated in Article 11.3 of the
Anti-Dumping Agreement. The Turkish investigating authority acts diligently to ensure that
the interested parties can use their due process rights during the investigation and defend their
interests in full manner within the legal margins of the Anti-Dumping Agreement,

The Indonesian side also raised its concern on several Turkish additional duties that have
affected Indonesia’s export.

The Turkish side also took note of the comments and emphasized that additional duties
imposed by Turkey are in full conformity with WTO rules and legislation in that respect the
duties imposed on imported products do not exceed the bound rate submitted by Turkey to the
WTO beforehand.

1L ECONOMIC AND TECHNICAL COOPERATION
1. Standardization

Both sides agreed to enhance their cooperation in the field of standardization, conformity
assessment and training. Furthermore, Turkish Standards Institution (TSE) and National
Standardization Agency of Indonesia (BSN) agreed to support each other at the international
standardization platforms such as International Organization .of Standardization (ISO) and
International Electrotechnical Commission (IEC).



Both sides expressed their readiness to discuss the revision of the existing Memorandum of
Understanding between the TSE and BSN taking into account the recent developments in the
fields of standardization and conformity assessment.

2. Cooperation on the field of Halal Products and Services

The Turkish side has invited the Indonesian side to become a member of The Standards and
Metrology Institute for Islamic Countries (SMIIC) aiming to create harmonized standards for
facilitating trade between the Member States of the Organization for Islamic Cooperation
(OIC) and create uniformity and accreditation schemes for metrology, conformity assessment,
and laboratory testing.

The Indonesian side welcomed and appreciated Twrkish initiative to develop a halal
accreditation and harmonized standards within the SMIIC framework, Regarding the full
membership of SMIIC, the Indonesian side is currently on the process of completing the
internal procedure to be a full member of SMIIC.

Emphasizing the importance of cooperation in the field of halal certification, both sides
agreed on establishment of cooperation mechanisms which' will pave the way for the
enhancement of bilateral trade by means of acknowledging each other’s system.

3. Cooperation at the International Organizations Level

Reaffirming their determination to promote a rules-based, open and transparent multilateral
trading system and the preeminent role of the World Trade Organization (WTO) as the
backbone of this system, both sides agreed to strengthen their continued cooperation at
multilateral and regional platforms.

Underlining the fact that the past two Ministerial Conferences in Bali and Nairobi have shown
that WTO is making good progress in delivering trade reforms, both sides agreed that the
Eleventh Ministerial Conference (MC11) to be held in Buenos Aires on December 10-13,
2017 represents a valuable opportunity to continue the momentum that has been gained. To
this end, both sides expressed their readiness to deliver concrete and balanced outcomes at
MC1L.

Both sides noted with satisfaction their ongoing cooperation within the context of the G20 in
general and specifically Trade and Investment Working Group and reiterated their position
against all forms of trade distorting protectionist measures.

Both sides noted with pleasure the approval of Turkey’s Sectoral Dialogue Partnership (SDP)
status to ASEAN as of August 5, 2017. The Turkish side appreciated Indonesia’s support
during the application process and both sides agreed to strengthen their cooperation within the
framework of ASEAN.

Both sides highlighted the importance of cooperation in MIKTA (Mexico, Indonesia,
Republic of Korea, Turkey and Australia}) group countries to provide sustainable
development. Turkish side informed the Indonesian side about its plan to organize MIKTA
Trade Ministers Meeting on the margins of the WTO's MC11 to be held in Buenos Aires on
December 10-13, 2017. :



Both sides reiterated the importance of implementing the TPS-OIC, to promote commercial
cooperation and economic integration among the Islamic countries. The Turkish side, towards
this end, called upon Indonesia to ratify PRETAS and the Rules of Origin of TPS-OIC and
convey its concession list at the earliest convenience, The Turkish side also expressed its
thanks and appreciation to the Indonesian side for hosting the “Training Seminar for the
benefit of the Member States of the Asian Countries on the Trade Preferential System among
the OIC Member States (TPS-OIC)” on September 13-14, 2017 in Jakarta.

Both sides welcomed the decision of Trade Ministerial Meeting on February 17, 2016 to
implement the D-8 Preferential Trade Agreement as of July 1, 2016. The Turkish side,
mentioning that Turkey is implementing the Agreement as of July 1, 2016, expressed its
expectation from Indonesia to also begin implementing the Agreement as soon as possible.

4. Developing Bilateral Investment Relations

Both sides emphasized the importance of encouraging investment projects of the companies,
establishments and individuals of two countries to further develop bilateral investments. In
order to foster mutual investments and promote each other investment opportunities, both
sides agreed to support their existing related bodies and to improve the communication
between them.

The Turkish side pointed out that the bilateral investment treaty between two countries has
been terminated as of 2016, and proposed to have a technical meeting to negotiate a new
bilateral investment treaty which would provide a legal base for reciprocal promotion and
protection of investments.

The Indonesian side expressed its view that bilateral investment treaty between Indonesia and
Turkey is covered under the Agreement on Promotion, Protection and Guarantee of
Investments Among Member State of the Organization of the Islamic Cooperation (OIC),
where both Indonesia and Turkey are members. '

The Turkish side, mentioning that the agreement among OIC members does not meet the
requirement of current investment relations expressed its willingness to discuss a new
bilateral investment treaty between Turkey and Indonesia to encourage further investments.

The Indonesian side welcomed the suggestion to have discussion regarding bilateral
investment treaty with Turkey, and further added that when the Indonesia-Turkey CEPA
covered provisions on investment protection, Indonesia is of the view that the investment
protection between both sides in the CEPA will be sufficient.

5. Cooperation in the fields of Construction, Contracting and Consultancy Services

The Turkish side expressed its readiness to take part in the prospective infrastructure projects
in Indonesia.

Bearing in mind the existing capacities and potentials of the two countries, Turkish side
expressed its willingness to develop and strengthen the relations in the fields of construction,
contracting and consultancy services and suggested to encourage relevant authorities and
organizations for cooperation in these fields.



The Indonesian side took note of Turkish interest and suggested both sides to continue
discussing the possibility for such cooperation.

6. Cooperation in the field of Free Zones

The Turkish side put forth the idea of encouraging the activities and investments of Turkish
companies in the free economic zones in Indonesia, and vice versa Indonesian companies in
the free zones of Turkey. In this regard, Turkish side expressed its desire to invite an
Indonesian delegation to pay an official visit to a number of Turkish free zones with the aim
of exchanging information and sharing expertise.

To facilitate such a cooperation, the Turkish side suggested to explore the possibility of
signing a Memorandum of Understanding between the Ministry of Economy of the Republic
of Turkey and its Indonesian counterpart to establish an effective and long-term bilateral
cooperation in the field of free zones/free economic zones.

The Indonesian side took note of the proposals as a possible way forward to promote bilateral
cooperation on free zones, and suggested that the matter be discussed in greater details at the
technical level with relevant agencies before any concrete decision is made.

7. Industrial Cooperation

The Turkish side proposed to establish cooperation on exchanging information and expertise
on organized industrial zone and small industrial zone applications.

The Turkish side expressed its desire to diversify the composition of bilateral trade through
encouraging business circles in the following industrial areas,

- Automotive Sub-industry

- Building Materials

- Electrical Machinery and Cables
- Chemical Industry

The Indonesian side took note of those proposals and Turkish desire to diversify the bilateral
trade, and undertook to discuss it internally.

8. Agriculture and Livestock

Both sides reaffirmed their commitments in the Memorandum of Understanding between the
Government of the Republic of Indonesia and the Government of the Republic of Turkey on
Agriculture Cooperation signed in 2008, and to implement the commitments through the
annual meeting of Steering Committee on Agriculture, with possible areas of cooperation;

- Ensuring bilateral dialogue between the private sectors to encourage Indonesian
investors to set up a fattening establishment in Turkey and medium-sized
establishments (its capacity is between 25 cattle and 100 cattle) for dairy and beef
production and breeding purposes in Indonesia considering environment and animal
welfare,

- Establishing modern livestock systems such as animal idertification systems for

ﬁfg@d\\geeding, herd book and progeny testing in the light' of biotechnological



developments for the conservation of domestic gene resources in Indonesia and
producing information based on accurate and reliable scientific data to contribute to
these systems,

- Building bilateral dialogue between the private sectors on apiculture and sericulture
considering climate and geographical conditions; developing trade in poultry meat and
egg in poultry sector and production of fertilized eggs for breeding, layer and boiler
breeders,

- Organizing seminars and workshops to determine policies on quality and efficient
production and marketing,

- Organizing trainings and cooperation on artificial insemination, embryo transfer,
freezing techniques for semen of bovine, ovine and caprine,

- Exporting bovine semen which was progeny tested,

- Organizing projects on quality, safe and efficient animal production in light of the
modern animal production technologies by modernization of the infrastructure of the
cattle and sheep breeding and pouliry establishments; making projects and organizing
trainings on activities for increasing animal production with intensive production
techniques,

- Sharing technical knowledge and experience between the producer organizations
operating in agricultural sector of both countries,

- Cooperation on marine fish farming and fishery activities for rational management of
resources,

- Mutual exchange of expert and trainings in the areas of field crops research and
biotechnology.

9. Cooperation between Small and Medium Sized Enterprises

The Turkish side expressed its willingness to share its knowledge and experience for the
development of SMEs related organizations, SMEs and ‘entrepreneurs, On behalf of Turkey,
Small and Medium Industry Development Organization of Turkey (KOSGEB) proposed to
sign a Memorandum of Understanding to the relevant SME authority of Indonesia concerning
sharing of knowledge and experience on the models of KOSGEB, models of SME support
and also organizing reciprocal business trips to increase trade volume.

The Indonesian side took note of the proposal and will pursue further discussion at the
working level.

10, Cooperation on Energy

Turkish Petroleum International Company (TPIC) is ready and eager to trade crude oil and oil
products with the Indonesian companies, Government to Government, spot and term basis.

The Turkish side expressed its willingness to identify possible cooperation on exploration of
mineral resources and geothermal resources.

Both sides expressed their intention to discuss this area of cooperation further on the Bilateral
Po%sultaﬁon Forum in Istanbul to be held on October 26-27, 2017.



11. Technical Assistance for Development

The Turkish side expressed the interest to implement joint Technical Assistance Program for
Development with relevant institutions in Indonesia, in which there will be an establishment
of cooperation framework for Technical Assistance for Development, with TIKA as the
coordinator agency from the Turkish side.

The Indonesian side would welcome delegation from TIKA to visit Indonesia to assess the
early stage of formulating a cooperation frame work and identify with Indonesian
counterparts the possible areas of teclinical cooperation.

12, Cooperation on Disaster Management

The Turkish side underlined the importance of ongoing cooperation in the field of disaster
management and suggested on strengthening cooperation through exchange of knowledge and
best practices, undertaking joint projects, building early warning stations, preparing disaster
danger and risk maps, exchanging experts and providing training on disaster management,
particularly in fighting with earthquakes and tsunami.

The Indonesian side took note of Turkish suggestion and proposed to discuss the issue
thoroughly under the Bilateral Political Consultation Forum in Istanbul to be held on October
26-27,2017.

13. Cooperation on Tourism

Both sides expressed their pleasure for the results of the meeting between H.E. Numan
Kurtulmug, Minister of Culture and Tourism of the Republic of Turkey and H.E. Arief Yahya,
Minister of Tourism of the Republic of Indonesia, during the World Tourism Organization
(UNWTO) on September 14, 2017, in Cheng Du, China. In line with this meeting, both sides
agreed to hold the Joint Tourism Meeting in order to develop cooperation in the field of
tourism, particularly the belief tourism. Both sides agreed to inform each other for the related
issues through diplomatic channels.

Both sides underlined the importance of organizing workshops and training tours on travelling
sector to mutually benefit from each side’s experience on tourism.

Both sides emphasized the benefits of hosting travel writers, journalist, tour operators, film
crews, airline representatives, intellectuals, opinion leaders efc. in order to raise tourism
demand.

Both sides expressed their willingness to support sharing data and documents, and agreed on
encouraging the exchange of qualified experts on tourism.

Both sides also agreed on encouraging their related institutions to explore possible
cooperation areas in the field of halal tourism and ecotourism,

The Indonesian side encouraged the Turkish Airlines to open a direct flight to Surabaya and
Lombok, with the intention to increase the tourism sector of the two countries, The Turkish
side took note of the Indonesian proposal,



The Turkish side underlined the fact that the increasing passenger demand between the two
countries makes the new arrangement necessary and proposed to hold civil aviation
negotiations between civil aviation authorities of both countries to negotiate the current
demands such as new destination, frequency increase, codeshare arrangements, and fifth
freedom traffic right.

The Indonesian side took note of Turkish proposal and will consult with relevant ministries
and agencies for possible cooperation.

14, Defense and Aviation Industry

The Turkish side noted its willingness to cooperate on defense industry and homeland security
products and services and emphasized its intention to cooperate in order to identify business
opportunities. The Turkish side also expressed its readiness to. work for further enhancing the
existing collaboration in the field of defense in particular on battle tank, submarine and
unmanned aerial vehicles.

The Indonesian side took note of Turkish suggestion and will discuss this issue internally, and
may bring it to the 7" Defense Industry Cooperation Meeting in Turkey in 2018,

IIl. TIME AND VENUE OF THE NEXT SESSION.

Both sides agreed to hold the ninth session of the Joint Commission for Economic and
Technical Cooperation in Turkey in 2019 on a date to be mutually determined through
diplomatic channels.
