Heyetler; ikili tagima faaliyetlerindeki digiincii iilke tasimacilarmm paymun azaltilmasi amact
gidiilmesiyle kota sisteminin her iki tarafin da ortak menfaatlerine uygun olmasi gerektigi
hususunda mutabik kalmigtir.

Tiirk heyeti, Tiirk tagimacilarinin Macaristan’da esas olarak transitte faaliyet gosterdigini belirterek,
Macar tarafindan Tiirk tarafina yeterli sayida transit gegis belgesi verilmesini rica etmistir. Gegis
belgesi olmamasi, Batt Avrupa iilkeleriyle olan ticaret iliskilerini aksatmaktadir. Tiirk heyeti ayrica
daha dnee teati edilen 2018 yili gegis belgelerinin en geg Mart ayinda bitecegini ifade etmistir. Tirk
heyeti, 55.000 adet transit gegis belgesine ihtiyag oldugunu, ancak halihazirdaki toplam 43.900 adet
gegis belgesi kotasmin 2018 yili igin korunmas! gerektigini belirtmistir.

Macar tarafi gegis belgesi tiirlerinin ayrilmasinin gerekli oldugunu belirtmis ve Tiirk tarafinin sahip
oldugu UBAK belgelerinin de transit tasimalarda kullamlabilecegini hatirlatarak toplam 34.900 adet
gecis belgesi Snermistir.

Macar tarafi, 2017 yilinda Istanbul’da gergeklestirilen KUKK Toplantisinda Macar heyetine
verilen, Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti Hiiktimeti ile Macaristan Hitkiimeti arasinda Uluslararas1 Karayoluyla
Yolcu ve Esya Tagimacihif Taslak Anlagmasimi gdzden gegirerek degisiklikler yapmgtir. Macar
tarafinn degigiklik Onerilerini igeren yeni versiyon Tiitk heyetine verilmis olup, diplomatik
kanallardan da Tiirk tarafina gonderilecektir. Heyetleri yeni taslak Anlasmaya iligkin miizakereleri
daha sonraki bir tarihte siirdiirme konusunda anlagmstir.

3. Diger Konular

TUDEMSAS temsilcisi Tiirk yiik vagonlarmin yakin zamanda gerceklesen denetim vakasim
sunmugtur: 2015 yihindan bu yana Tiirkiye’de ve Avrupa’da dolagimda olan 35 Tiirk konteymir
vagonu 2 aydir Sopron’da tutulmaktadir. Tiirk yetkilinin verdigi bilgiye gore, vagonlarla ilgili bu
sorunun kaynagma ve ¢oziimiine yonelik olarak Tiirk ve Macar makamlari tarafindan teknik bir
dokiiman imzalanmi§ olmasina ragmen, aym vagonlar iizerinde Tiirk makamlarnin onayi



almmadan testler yapilmistir. Sorun yarattig1 belirtilen vagonlar (no 105-6 ve 031-4), 1.5 milyon
Avroluk mali kayba yol agtiktan sonra birakilmistir. Kisa siire 6nce, sorunlu olmadig: bildirilen 2
vagon (no 193-2 ve 132-0) da hala Macar makamlart tarafindan tutulmakta olup, bunlarin tizerinde
de testler yapitmak istenilmektedir. Tiirk yetkili, bu vagonlar tizerindeki testler sirasinda zarar
verilmesi halinde olast mali kayiplardan Macar tarafinin sorumlu olacagim agiklamugstir. Tiirk
yetkili, ayrica bu testlerin yapilmast sirasinda bir NOBO (Onaylanmis Kurulus) tarafindan kontrol
yapilmas gerekliligini belirtmistir.

Macar tarafi bu konuyla ilgili aragtirmamin halihazirda devam ettigini ve konunun Ulastirma
Otoritesinden Sorumlu Bakan Sekreter Yardimeilifimn yetkisinde oldugu hususunda Tiirk tarafint
bilgilendirmigtir. Aynca, Tiirk yik konteynir vagonuna iligkin sorusturma hakkinda Tiirk heyeti
Macar tarafindan elektronik yoldan resmi bilgi almigtr. Dogrudan vetkili birimin uzmanlan ile
daha fazla soru hakkinda goriisiilebilir. Macar tarafinin irtibat kisisi Tirk tarafina daha 6rice
iletilmistit. TUDEMSAS - yetkilisi, Demiryolu Otoritesi Departmamna iletilecek olan ve ilk
sorugturmaya iliskin iki tarafin da imzasimn bulundugu teknik dokiimani sunmustur.

Tirk heyeti Nadlak smir kapisindaki X-Ray kontrolleri nedeniyle bekleme siirelerinin ¢ok uzun
oldugunu ve bu nedenle Tiirk soforlerinin siiriig kurallanna uyamayarak cezalarla kargilagtigim
anlatarak sikayet etmistir. Macar tarafi, Tiirk tarafindan tartismah vakalan inceleyebilmek igin bu
cezalara iligkin kanitlarin gonderilmesini rica etmigtir. Macar tarafi artan kontrollerin sebebinin

yasadist gog oldugunu agiklayarak, X-ray kontrollerini yapan otoriteden bir teyit dokiimam talep
etmeyi Gnermistir. '

Macar heyeti, siiriiciiniin AETR’nin siiriis ve dinlenme kurallarina uyamadigi durumlarda,
Uluslararas: Karayolu Tagimacilifi Yapan Tagitlarda Caligan Personelin Caligmalarma fligkin
Avrupa Anlagmasi’nin 9. Maddesinin uygulandigim ifade etmistir.

of the Turkish-Hungarian Joint Committee Meeting on Road Transport
between the Republic of Turkey and Hungary
Budapest, 13-14 February 2018

The Joint Committee Meeting on Road Transport was held between the Delegations of the Republic
of Turkey and Hungary in Budapest on 13-14 February 2018 in accordance with the Agreement on
International Road Transport signed between the Government of the Republic of Turkey and the
Government of the Peoples Republic of Hungary on 14 September 1968.

The Members of both delegations are listed in the appendix.

Items of the agenda were as follows:

1. Agreement on the permit quota figures for the years 2018 and 2019

2. Review of the new proposal for the “Agreement between the Republic of Turkey and Hungary
on International Road Transport of Passengers and Goods”

3. Other issues '

The Head of the Hungarian delegation informed the Turkish side about the bilateral negotiations that
have arisen since the last JCRT Meeting,

1. Agreement on the permit quota figures for the years 2018 and 2019

Both delegations agreed that the quota system should serve the mutual interest of both sides by the
aim of reducing the share of hauliers of third countries in the bilateral transport operations.

The Turkish delegation stated that the Turkish hauliers are mainly operating in transit in Hungary
and asked the Hungarian side to deliver sufficient number of transit permits to the Turkish side. The
lack of permits hinders their trade relations with West-European countries. They also stated that their
preliminary exchanged permits of the year 2018 are about to be run out by March at the latest. The
Turkish delegation stated that they need 55000 transit permits, but at least minimum the current
quota of 43900 permits in total should be kept for the year 2018,

The Hungarian side explained that the separation of the type of permits is essential and reminded that
the ECMT permits of the Turkish side will also allow to do transit operations, and proposed 34900
permits in total,

The Turkish delegation did not accept it and emphasized again the need of 55000 transit permits. The
Hungarian side proposed 36900 permits in total.

Various further proposals were negotiated about the quota issues and the delegations agreed on the
preliminary quota for 2018 as follows.

For the Turkish Side:
3000 non-taxable bilateral permits for EBuro3 vehicles and higher
36000 non-taxable transit permits for Euro3 vehicles and higher
1000 non-taxable permits for third country transport



For the Hungarian Side:
3000 non-taxable bilateral permits for Euro3 vehicles and higher
15000 non-taxable transit permits for Euro3 vehicles and higher
8000 non-taxable permits for third country transport

According to the above the following permits will be handed over to the Turkish side before 15th
March 2018:

2500 non-taxable bilateral permits for Buro3 vehicles and higher
23750 non-taxable transit permits for Euro3 vehicles and higher

According to the above the following permits will be handed over to the Hungarian side before 15th
March 2018:

2500 non-taxable bilateral permits for Euro3 vehicles and higher
9000 non-taxable transit permits for Euro3 vehicles and higher
4875 non-taxable permits for third country transport

The bilateral/transit permits exchanged preliminary at the end of 2017 for 2018 shall be used solely
for transit operations following 15th March 2018,

The Turkish delegation stated that the above number of permits will most probably run out in July
2018 and proposed to have a bilateral meeting in July in Turkey.

Additional demands for permits during the course of the year will be evaluated in a good will,
All the permits will be valid until 31* January of the following year.

2, Review of the new proposal for the “Agreement between the Republic of Turkey and
Hungary on International Road Transport of Passengers and Goods”

The Hungarian side reviewed and amended the draft Agreement between the Government of the
Republic of Turkey and the Government of Hungary on the International Transport of Passengers
and Goods by Road, which was handed over to the Hungarian delegation at the JCRT Meeting in
Istanbul 2017. The new version including the amendment proposals of the Hungarian side was
handed over to the Turkish delegation and will be sent to the Turkish side also through diplomatic
channel, The delegations agreed to continue their negotiations about the new draft Agreement at a
later date,

3. Other issues

The representative of TUDEMSAS presented the case of the recent investigation of Turkish freight
wagons: 35 Turkish container wagons, in circulation since 2015 in Turkey and in Europe, were
seized in Sopron since two months, According the information of the Turkish representative,
although a technical document was signed by both Turkish and Hungarian authorities about the
source and the solution of the problem related to these wagons, tests were done without prior
approval of Turkish authorities on the same wagons, The wagons said to have caused problem (no
105-6 and 031-4) were released after causing a financial loss of 1.5 million Euros, Recently, two
wagons previously not indicated as problematic (no 193-2 and 132-0) are still held by Hungarian
authorities, willing to perform tests on these wagons as well, The Turkish representative explained
that the Hungarian side shall be responsible for any financial loss if damages shall be caused during



the tests on these wagons. The Turkish representative also stated the need for a control by a NOBO
{(Notified Body) during the execution of these tests.

The Hungarian side informed the Turkish delegation that the investigation is currently ongoing and
belongs to the competency of the Deputy State Secretary for Transport Authority, Besides, the
Turkish delegation received official information from the Hungarian side through electronic way
about the state of the official investigation of the Turkish container freight wagons. Further
questions can be discussed directly through the experts of the competent department. The contact
person from the Hungarian side has been communicated to the Turkish side previously. The
representative of TUDEMSAS presented the original co-signed technical document concerning the
initial investigation which will be handed over to the Department for Railway Authority.

The Turkish delegation complained that the waiting times because of X-ray controls at Nagylak
border is so long, which results in overdriving and Turkish drivers cannot keep the rules of the
driving and have to face penalties. The Hungarian side asked the Turkish side to send the prove of
this penalties in order to be able to examine the disputed cases. The Hungarian side explained that
the increased control is due to the illegal immigration and proposed to request for a verification
document from the authority performing the X-ray control.

The Hungarian delegation explained that the Article 9 of the European Agreement concerning the
work of crews of vehicles engaged in intemational road transport is applicable when driver cannot
keep the rules on driving and rest time of the AETR.

In order to reduce the waiting time related to X-ray control for the detection of illegal immigrants
the Turkish side proposed the use of CO, detectors which provides faster results as it is the case in
Turkey. The idea will be forwarded by the Hungarian delegation to the competent authority of the
Ministry of Interior.

The delegations agreed on the exchange of the list of hauliers possessing ECMT-licences and the
numbers of these licences,

The Turkish delegation invited the Hungarian side to Turkey for the forthcoming meeting of the
Joint Committee in July 2018, The exact date and venue of the meeting will be determined through
bilateral correspondence.

The Hungarian delegation stated that the provisions of this protocol shall be subject to the high level
approval procedure of the Hungarian side.
